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General Membership Meeting

The second general membership meeting of Sun Prairie Civic Theatre for 2009-2010 will be held on Sunday, July 25, 2010 at 7 PM
at the SPCT Rehearsal Barn, 500 South Bird Street, Sun Prairie.

The purpose of this meeting will be to approve the budget for 2010-2011 and to elect members to the Board of Directors. This is an
important meeting as it is your opportunity to elect representatives to the Board and express your thoughts and opinions to these
people. Please plan to attend. Your representation is important to the future of Sun Prairie Civic Theatre. Ballots and candidate
information will be sent to the membership shortly prior to the meeting.

New Floor for Rehearsal Barn

Sun Prairie Civic Theatre is moving forward with plans to replace the floor in its Barn. Well, not
exactly replace, but put a new floor over the existing floor. After a couple of successful seasons, ?
the Board of Directors has decided it is time to move forward with flooring the rehearsal area of D A« ‘,
the rehearsal barn. Over the years, we have covered the original 1920’s barn floor with mill-felt.
This has served us well. However, the time has come when the mill-felt needs replacement for
several reasons. The first being that it is wearing out, stretching and wearing thin in places. It is
not a welcomed surface for our dancers. Further, for those of you who have been at the barn, you will remember there is an
uneven “lip” toward the north end of the rehearsal floor. It is extremely difficult to move scenery over this “lip,” as well as a safety
hazard for tripping. Gaps between the boards allow much cold air to filter through from the lower level, increasing our heating
costs.
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To remedy these issues the floor will be resurfaced on Saturday, July 17 & Sunday, July 18. Work will commence at 8 AM and
continue until approximately 5 PM each day. Many willing hands and strong bodies will be needed to assist with this task. Half of
the floor will be cleared and cleaned prior to installation of the first half of the flooring. Then everything will need to be moved and
the second half of the floor will be replaced.

We are very lucky to have the volunteered services of Dan Duren to supervise the installation of the new flooring. The new floor
will consist of a layer of rubber underlayment and then covered with three quarter inch tongue and groove plywood. Following the
installation the flooring will be sealed. It is important remember this is not meant to be a fine hardwood floor. It will still be a
working floor. Sets will be built and painted on it. Spike tape will need to be put down for rehearsals. There will be frequent
dancing on it. In short, it will get much hard use, but that is what we need for successful safe rehearsals.

Here are some important dates to remember so you can volunteer some time to move this project along smoothly and quickly:

July 5, 2010, beginning at 9 AM There will be a preliminary preparation day. As much of the smaller furniture, etc. will need to be
moved into the “tomb” and kitchen areas to prepare for the big build.

July 17 & 18, 2010, beginning at 8 AM and finishing at 5 PM The actual installation of the floor will take place. Many hands will be
needed to assist with moving materials into place and assisting with securing them properly. You need not be present all day every
day of this major project. If you can donate an hour or two it would be most appreciated. Remember this is one easy to support
Sun Prairie Civic Theatre and its mission to provide quality entertainment for the entire community. We hope to see everyone
there!
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Mural on the Barn

We have received many comments on the “amazing” color,
which has been painted on the lower portion of the Barn. This
is the beginning of a community-supported mural, which was
approved by the Board of Directors at their October 2009
meeting. Members of Sun Prairie’s Family and Youth
Commission approached the Board concerning the painting of
the mural. The Board has agreed to support the project by
allowing youth members of the community and the SOAR
program at the high school to design and paint a theatre
based mural on the barn. Under the guidance of artist Sharon
Kilfoy from Madison, a mural depicting various aspects of
theatre and Sun Prairie Civic Theatre’s history will be painted
on the Barn. Presently, the color is the base for this mural,
which will be painted this coming fall. Brent Bresser and Mary
Petrie, members of Sun Prairie Civic Theatre, have agreed to
serve on the committee with Jeanne Wellman, Sharon Kilfoy,
and several youth from the committee to work on the design
process. The final design will need to be approved by the SPCT
Board of Directors before it will be painted on the barn.
